Do you offer triple science?
Å Yes, we do but mainly by invitation so 

that we can be sure that the student can 
cope with the academic demands.

Å If your child receives an invite, they do 
not have to accept it but this is a strong 
set of qualifications for anyone looking to 
take A level science or related fields. If 
your child has any questions or 
concerns, they should speak to their 
science teacher.
